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To sign up for Animoto for Education:  

1. Go to the website:   http://animoto.com/education    

2. Select Apply Now.

3. Create account.  

4. After account is created the Apply for Education window will open where you will input school, grade, subjects, school email address, and class website/blog.

5. You will immediately get a message saying your account is approved and it will have a promo code for your students to use when signing up.

6. Set up student accounts:  An email address is required so I have a gmail account created for the express use of making student dummy accounts.

To sign up for a Glogster Education account:

1. Go to the website: http://edu.glogster.com
2. Select Sign Up.

3. Select Get It under Single Free (Unless you want one with more features that cost money).

4. The Teacher tab should be the default selection so fill out the registration information.

5. Students will need to sign up individually by selecting the Student tab and putting in the Teacher Code that is located on your Glogster page.
